They supervise and
schedule employees, consult on budget, assist in performance development, provide coaching for compliance, assist in
development of processes to achieve operational goals, assist in development of education to ensure staff are engaged and
working in consultation with our clinical partners to facilitate a safe and secure work environment. Reporting to the Manager and
Director the Supervisors ensure there are clear guidelines and procedures to drive best practice and integrate security as a support
to the clinical teams in an environment of recovery. Supervisors are required to work days, evenings and weekends as well as be
on rotation for after-hours call coverage for the Security Services department.
